They have a 

nice building and are  beginning the plans for a new larger 
auditorium.

In this year they have 

remodeled the facility and today it is a beautiful building 

where the church and school gather with great joy. Brother 

Kevin asked me to do his first Faith Promise Mission     
Conference.  Praise the Lord for the great response of the 

congregation.  Many decisions were made to start tithing as 

well as give to support missionaries around the world. 

The thing that blessed my heart is that both Brother Mandy 

and Brother Kevin are teaching their people the Scriptural 

principles of tithes, offerings and Faith Promise missionary 

giving.  As a result the Lord is using the members of the 
church to take on the responsibilities building strong        

indigenous churches.  Please pray for them as the Lord con-

tinues His work in both of these ministries.

BMFP and ASIA

God is blessing Baptist Missions To 

Forgotten Peoples in the vast harvest 

field of Asia. 

 
At this writing, there are nineteen missionary units 

(husband/wife and singles) with BMFP who are serving 

Christ among the peoples of Asia.  Four of these are in    
different stages of pre-field ministry; application process, 

pre-approval (due to participate in Candidate Training in 

June), and accruing prayer and financial support.  The     
remaining are serving in Korea, Japan, Philippines,       

Thailand, Guam, Nepal, Russia, India, New Zealand, and a 

country or two that will remain anonymous for security   

reasons.  That is a total of ten or eleven countries where 
BMFP missionaries are serving in Asia. 

 

Asia comprises two-thirds of the worldôs population or   
approximately 4.4 billion souls. There are 195 countries in 
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BMFP and ASIA  - (Continued from front page) 
 

According to the Mission InfoBank  Asia has 49 countries

(http://www.missioninfobank.org/).  There are also 29 island 
countries within the geographical area of Asia making a total 

of 78 countries, give or take a few.  This means that in order 

for BMFP to have missionaries serving in every country in 
Asia, we have approximately 68 countries left.  In other 

words we are represented in 1/8 of the countries of Asia. 

 

Asia is significant in many ways.  First, Asia is where God 
created the first man, Adam.  This is where The Fall plunged 

all men under the condemnation of sin and separation from 

God.  This is where the history of Israel unfolds.  The birth, 
life, crucifixion, resurrection, and ascension of Christ took 

place in Asia.  The Day of Pentecost and the initial spread of 

the Gospel occurred here.  Without question, this is an area 
of great biblical and historical significance. 

 

The second reason Asia is significant is because it is home to 

the majority of the world's unevangelized people. The 
"unevangelized" are people who have a minimal knowledge 

of the gospel, and have no valid opportunity to respond to it.  

With a population nearing 4.4 billion, Asia comprises 37 of 
the worldôs least evangelized countries. These 37 countries 

comprise 97% of the total population of the 50 least       

evangelized countries! 
 

A third reason Asia is significant is the fact that it contains 

three of the world's dominant religious blocs.  The majority 

of those enslaved by Islam, Hinduism, and Buddhism live in 
Asia. 

 

A fourth reason Asia is significant is the poor are there.  Of 
the poorest of the poor, more than eight out of ten live in 

Asia.  On average, they exist on less than $500 per person 

per year.  Although 2.4 billion of these people live within 

Asia, only 8% of all missionaries work among them.  We 
cannot ignore the reality that there is a remarkable overlap 

between the poorest countries of the world and those that are 

least evangelized. 
 

The fifth major reason Asia is significant is because it     

contains the overwhelming majority of the world's least 
evangelized megacities -- that is those with a population of 

more than one million.  Of the top 50 cities on this list, all 50 

are in Asia!  That fact alone underscores the need for       

prioritizing our efforts to reach each of these great cities with 
Christ's love and truth. 

 

Reason number six for why Asia is significant is that it    
includes numerous strongholds of Satan.  The billions of 

people who live in Asia have suffered not only the ravages 

of poverty and disease they have also been kept from the 

transforming power of the gospel.  They are prime examples 
of the truth expressed in 2 Corinthians 4:4, which states that 

"the god of this world hath blinded the minds of them which 

believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel of Christ, 
who is the image of God, should shine unto them." 

 

We must not view the situation in Asia with a fatalistic, 

hopeless attitude.  We can do something about it.  In 2 Cor. 
10:3-4, the Apostle Paul declares:  "For though we walk in 

the flesh, we do not war after the flesh.  (For the weapons of 

our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the 
pulling down of strongholds)ò. Although Satan has estab-

lished a territorial stronghold in Asia, we must not concede 

one parcel of land nor one person.  The gospel must advance. 

Will you pray and ask Jesus how He would have you factor 

into fulfilling the Great Commission in Asia? 
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
